Discover Bhutan’s history with visits to the temples, dzongs, museums and
festivals celebrated throughout the year in various district and trips can be
tailored in accordance. Paro museum (Ta-dzong) reveals the history, cultural,
some natural history and even baffles every visitor with the collection of world
famous stamps of Bhutan. While in Thimphu, let the Folk Heritage museum
enthuse you with farmers’ livelihood. When you visit the Textile Museum, do not
miss the Raven Crown and some Royal dresses of old.



DAY 1  ARRIVE PARO – TRANSFER TO THIMPHU

Arrive in Paro from New Delhi or Kolkata, enjoying a scenic flight over the
Himalayas. On arrival, meet our representative and transfer to Thimphu,
Bhutan’s capital. Rest of the day at leisure.
Overnight in Thimphu.



DAY 2  THIMPHU SIGHTSEEING

Explore Thimphu’s unique charm—visit the National Memorial Chorten, Buddha
Point, Takin Reserve, and the National Library. Discover traditional arts at the
Folk Heritage Museum and Handicraft Bazaar. Enjoy a leisure walk from Clock
Tower Square.
Overnight in Thimphu.



DAY 3  THIMPHU – PUNAKHA VIA DOCHULA PASS

Drive to Punakha via Dochula Pass (10,000 ft), stopping at the 108 Druk Wangyal
Chortens and Royal Botanical Park. En route, visit Chimi Lhakhang (Fertility
Temple). Later, explore the majestic Punakha Dzong.
Overnight in Punakha.



DAY 4  PUNAKHA – GANGTEY VALLEY (PHOBJIKHA)
EXCURSION

Day trip to Gangtey Valley, known for its scenic beauty and winter home of the
endangered black-necked cranes. Visit Gangtey Monastery and enjoy the
tranquil surroundings. Return to Punakha by evening.
Overnight in Punakha.



DAY 5  PUNAKHA – PARO

Drive back to Paro via Semtokha and Babesa Expressway. En route stop at
Chuzom Bridge. Check in to your hotel and enjoy the day at leisure.
Overnight in Paro.



DAY 6  PARO SIGHTSEEING

Visit Paro Dzong, the National Museum (Ta Dzong), and Kyichu Lhakhang—one
of Bhutan’s oldest temples. Explore the ruins of Drukgyel Dzong and visit the
base of Tiger’s Nest. Evening at leisure for shopping.
Overnight in Paro.



DAY 7  DEPARTURE

Transfer to Paro International Airport for your onward journey.
